Things also have been busy around the property, as
renovations and improvements continue, including:
*New boat lift installed and delivery of a 32-foot boat
that gives guests a great experience on the water.
* Fishing pier repaired so that guests can safely fish.
* Existing gazebo screens replaced.
*New screened gazebo installed over the grill patio
allowing guests to better relax.
*Impoundment  improvements that improve
accessibility and add to the hunting experience.
* Installation of two stocked beehives donated by a U.S. Marine Corps Vietnam War veteran.
* Paving the parking area to improve accessibility for guests with mobility concerns.
* Installing generators to improve quality of life for guests when the power goes out.

Of course, as you might suspect, the work is never done. Upcoming projects include renovating
the Main House kitchen and dining room to accommodate more guests and improve accessibility,
constructing a new barn and building a dog run to better host our guests with service animals.
